   DESCRIPTION  

The FW129(R)/FW129(DG) LED Annunciators are used to display zone events which are from the fire 

alarm control panel. The FW129(R)/FW129(DG) is equipped with glass protection door and key. The zone 

messages can be changed by sliding in a paper strip. The annunciator is supplied with a PC board, 

trouble buzzer, cable and terminals. 

The FW129 is provided with 30 zones (2 LEDs + 1 button / zone) for alarm/ audible/trouble events display 

& control. It also comes with 35 zones (2 LEDs / zone) for alarm/audible/trouble events display. The 

control part of the annunciator provides information led (power, generic trouble, signal silence, ground 

fault) & audible on status. There are buttons to operate local buzzer silence, signal silence, lamp test and 

events reset. 

Communication with the fire alarm panel is via a CAN bus (individual address). The annunciator requires 

an external 24 VDC power source from the panel or local ULC power supply.
